PROGRAMME OUTLINE

	Overview:

The Fashion Flair Programme is ideal for young people who have a passion for fashion. It teaches them how to create effective designs and implement their ideas stage-by-stage, until they have a finished product.  This programme focuses on sustainability by encouraging the re-use and re-design of existing clothes and fabrics in order to create a new, fashionable item.

The course features two elements: the reworking of existing clothes and the embellishment of a blank T-shirt which may also be enhanced by recycled elements, but must ultimately embody the message of sustainability.

The programme culminates with a photo shoot in which all the items created during the previous five weeks are styled and photographed with a resulting Show Card produced. The Show Card provides a photograph alongside garment details which will be provided by the ‘young designer’.
The course is taught by a fashionista who having studied Distributive Trades at college went on to Window Dress for 5 years, work in Fashion PR for 3 years and continues to work as a Fashion Stylist on photo shoots today, while combining a new passion for teaching.


	Aims:

· Provide expression for learners’ creativity

· Learn how to re-cycle existing clothing using fashion techniques

· Learn how to apply embellishments such as thread, leather, sequins, paints, pins, patchwork fabric and recycled costume jewellery to fabrics

· Encourage learners to work effectively under pressure (learners will be asked to complete a design brief in one hour)

· Teach learners the basics of the fashion industry: Learn how to showcase creative talent to other agencies using photography and industry Show Cards)

· Build learners’ confidence in their ability to execute a design brief



	Schedule:

Session 1
Part 1 - Clothes customisation (Part 1). Learners will be encouraged to bring items of clothing to the class that they want to customise i.e. denim jeans, skirts, jackets, fabric sweatshirts, T-shirts etc.
Session 2
Clothes customisation (Part 2)
Session 3
T-Shirt customisation (Part 1). Using the theme of SUSTAINABILITY learners will be asked to incorporate this element into the customisation of T-shirts provided by the trainer
Session 4
T-shirt customisation continued (Part 2)
Session 5
Clothes Customisation (Part 3)

Session 6
Photo shoot. Learners will assemble the work accumulated over the weeks ready for fashion styling in order to provide a record of their work and the production of Show Cards. 
 

	This series of six workshops can be offered during school hours or after the school day. Each session lasts 1hour and 15 minutes.
