	Aims: 

· Raise awareness of what a community is

· Identify which community individuals belong to

· Identify elements of a safe community (internal and external)

· Identify elements of an unsafe community (internal and external)

· Collective responsibility

· Empower individuals to participate in creating positive environments




	Overview of Workshop:

Elevating Success’ Safer Communities training is a combined discussion-led and creative arts workshop that lasts one hour, can accommodate 25 learners, and is suitable for young people and adults aged 8+.

Tutor-led discussions explore the themes of what a community is, those that they belong to and what makes a community safe and unsafe. Individuals are then invited to create a collage using images taken from visual media, such as magazines and newspapers. The class is split into two groups and guided in the production of two posters: one shows images of a positive, cohesive and safe community, while the other depicts an unsafe, fragmented community.  The images are then explained to the group as part of a final closing discussion on the themes of the day.

An outcome of the workshop is that learners develop an awareness of collective responsibility and their power to positively impact the communities they live and participate in. 



	Equipment/room layout requirements:

· A flip chart or whiteboard

· A large room with tables that can be moved to the edge of the room in order to create space for group work.  Ideally chairs should be arranged in a semi-circle at the beginning of the lesson to allow everyone to view one another and for the tutors to be visible to all.

· Later, furniture will be moved to create two sets of tables with sufficient space to allow everyone to participate in the activity.
